Speech Therapy

Speech therapy focuses primarily on the evaluation and treatment of those individuals whose impairment is related to neurological, developmental, psychosocial, or inappropriately learned behaviors.  Therapeutic programs include increasing receptive and expressive language skills for the aphasic or head injured patient; increasing receptive and expressive vocabulary and linguistic skills in children; increasing articulation skills in children and adults; increasing appropriate swallowing patterns in children and adults; increasing vocal quality in children and adults and increasing fluency in children.
